Vehicles
•	 Washing with a high pressure cleaning device, a hand-held hose 

fitted with a trigger nozzle or a bucket or watering can is permitted 
at any time.  

Swimming pools, spas
•	 Existing pools and spas may be topped up using a hand-held hose 

fitted with a trigger nozzle, an automatic top up device or a watering 
can or bucket at any time.

•	 Pools and spas with a capacity up to 2000 litres may be filled using a 
hand-held hose fitted with a trigger nozzle, an automatic top up device 
or a watering can or bucket at any time.

•	 Pools and spas with a capacity over 2000 litres may 
by filled only with a Water Use Plan approved by 
Western Water.

•	 Watering systems may be used between 6:00am and 10:00am and 
between 6:00pm and 10:00pm using the odds and evens system.	
	
	
	

•	 Manual watering with a bucket, watering can or hand-held hose fitted 
with a trigger nozzle is permitted on any day at any time.

•	 If your property has an even street number, you can water on even numbered dates (2nd, 4th etc).
•	 If your property has an odd street number, you can water on odd numbered dates (1st, 3rd etc).
•	 On the 31st, all properties may use watering systems.

Fountains and water features
•	 Must recirculate water. 

Hard surfaces
A high pressure cleaning device, bucket, watering can or hand-held 
hose fitted with a trigger nozzle may be used only:
•	 in response to an accident, fire, health hazard, safety hazard or 

other emergency.
•	 in the course of construction or renovation.
Windows may be washed only using a bucket or watering can.

Ponds and lakes
•	 Ponds and lakes with a capacity up to 2000 litres may be filled or 

topped up using a hand-held hose fitted with a trigger nozzle, an 
automatic top up device or a watering can or bucket at any time.

•	 Ponds and lakes with a capacity over 2000 litres may by filled or 
topped up only with a Water Use Plan approved by Western Water.

Water toys
•	 Cannot be used if a connection to a hose is required.
