	Poster Competition

· Effective use of art materials
· Originality of design or innovative concept
· Poster MUST be 30x40cm (A3) in size

Any medium, including paper, can be used as long as it is at least 30x40cm (A3) in total.

Any art material can be used including paint, textas, coloured pencils,

collage materials, photography, computer graphics.

An official entry form must be securely attached to the back of each poster.
Entries must reach Western Water by  5pm Monday 12th September 2011.
State winners and runner-ups will be presented during NWW activities in your Region.
